Requirements for Management Information Systems Major

Academic Standards:

Admission into the Management Information Systems (MIS) major requires a successful
completion of MANGT 367 (earning a grade of C or better). Students will be allowed to
enroll in upper-level MIS courses (MANGT 570, 576, 666, and 686) only if they have
earned a grade of C or better for each prerequisite to those courses.
